Dear Brothers and Sisters at West Cliff,
Deadline!  Deadline!  This word is very familiar to the Mien Radio staff, who produce the programs.  The programs are sent to FEBC in the Philippines one month in advance. Normally, the third week of each month is our deadline, so in that week, all other things have to be put off and the programs have to be completed.  Thankfully, because of your prayers, we can manage month by month and this has been going on for more than ten years!   Your prayers and your support are invaluable and we appreciate them so much, so please continue to pray for us.  

 Mien Radio is broadcast 30 minutes daily and an hour on Thursdays.  The listeners live in different countries, as the Mien people don’t have their own country.  Some are in the south of Asia, others in America, Canada and France, so their life styles are very different and we are very conscious of this when we produce the programs. 

From next year, we hope to change our system, so that some programs will be produced in Thailand and the USA as well as the UK.  This will be very challenging for us, since we will all have to learn new skills. Please would you pray for wisdom to learn and wisdom to produce programs that will meet the listeners’ needs.  Please also pray for the Mien Radio goals will be carried out according to God’s will.  Our Radio goals are; 

•Reaching non-Christians with the Gospel

•Reaching new Christians with Bible teaching 

•Encouraging believers to have a good relationship with God and serve Him

•Improving standards of living for rural Mien

•Teaching about Health, Food, Parenting and Reading
Our God is a mighty God and ‘Nothing is impossible for Him’ He has revealed His power and gentle love to us in an amazing way in what He has done through the Mien Radio.  He has used the Mien Radio not just to reach Mien people but also Kimmun people whose language is similar to the Mien language.  We are greatly encouraged to see many listeners’ faith in God growing and hundreds faithfully serving God despite facing many difficulties.  We are very happy to share one of many letters, through which we can humbly to learn how to serve the Lord faithfully: 

 I am Kimmun and I am very glad to write to you.  
Have you ever seen any Bible written in Kimmun?  God called all my family and my mother to Him in 1998.   I thank God that He has given me an opportunity to serve Him in the Church. Please pray for wisdom and strength. 
I have experienced many temptations and trials when I go to preach the Gospel, persecution being one of them. One time they hit me and did a terrible thing to me.  Another time, I went to another village to baptize someone.  On my way home, it was late at night and I went to ask another tribe for a room to spend the night but they wouldn’t give it to me.  Furthermore, dogs bit me and my leg was painful.  At that time I thought of Jesus, how much difficulty He had to face and it encouraged me.  So I didn’t give up but I am continuing to preach the Gospel.      

The third time of trial when I went to preach the Gospel was when my house caught fire.   That night my wife and my two sons were sound asleep, but thankfully a loud noise woke my wife up.  Straightaway she saw that half the roof was gone and she was absolutely terrified!  The day after was Sunday, my wife went to church and told them that our house had been on fire but nobody believed it.   However, three days later some people from the village came and repaired it.   When I arrived home there was a nice place for me to stay, I thank God for this!
The fourth trial happened when I went to preach the Gospel and my house collapsed.  At that time I was away for a month because I also went to study the Bible in the city.  When I was on my way home, somebody told me about the collapse of my house.   When I arrived home I saw my wife was greatly depressed because she lacks faith, so please pray for my family. Also there are some other houses in the villages which had been on fire and the people are very disconsolate, so please pray for them.  

I apologize for my handwriting, I have many things I would like to tell you but my Mien language is limited. Please pray for us, the Kimmun still haven’t had any pastors or missionaries.

P.S. On the cassette that I am sending you, there are some songs which are translated from a Mien song to a Kimmun song to encourage Kimmun people.

May God bless you and strengthen you day by day to do His work.

We hope you have a wonderful Christmas and New Year.  We pray that God will bless you richly every single day of 2011, so that many people will be greatly blessed by your prayers and your support.
